Holbrook On A High
  

A strong Holbrook A side defeated Greenway A in Band A of the recent Horsham Primary Schools Champs. This is the first time for some years that Greenway School has not won the event. The Holbrook no. 1, Kieran Gray repeated his feat from last year of going undefeated throughout the event. The Holbrook no. 2, JP Rushton won both of his matches against Greenway and the only match he lost was vs Southwater no. 1, George Hazell. Greenway no. 1 and 2 players, Peter Thomas and Lauren Pound both won 3 out of 6 matches. Holbrook A had strength in depth with David Poole winning 5/6 and James Christer winning 4/6. George Hazell won 5 out of his 6 matches, to confirm his place as the second best there on the day. Southwater A finished in third and Shelley A came fourh just a point behind them in a high standard competition.
 

In Band B Holbrook were again the victors. The team of Daniel Weekes, Harvey Hayden, Callum Steer and Euan Rennison were totally dominant in routing all opposition. The only losses incurred by any of the team were Steer's loss to Cavan Tierney of Southwater B and Rennison's loss to Owen Goldsmith of Greenway B. Holbrook's success is in large part due to the fact that they opened up their school training to year 4s and 5s last year to start developing their players’ skills earlier. There was a tie for second place between Southwater B and Greenway B. They both had nine match wins and drew when they met. It therefore went to set wins and Southwater shaded it by 19 sets to 18! It could not have been closer. Fifth placed Holbrook C did well to score a draw against third place Greenway B.
Southwater C team (James Castle, Tom Gandy, Alice Hazell and Lucy Wright) triumphed in Band C on 15 points in front of Greenway C on 11 points. Alice Hazell, younger sister of George in the school’s A team, did particularly well only having had three coaching sessions at the club before playing in the tournament - with practice she could develop into a very good player. 

Southwater capped a successful tournament for their school with their D team taking the skills event title with an excellent display of control and fitness across a range of challenges that included skill stations, relay races and tap bounce counting.

Overall 76 children participated in this years primary school championships at Broadbridge Heath Leisure Centre, an increase on the take-up of previous years.
